Places to visit after our Murder Mystery Dinner… 

THELMA Thursday Night Summer Concert Series (51 Sheboygan Street) – Walk a block and half (one 
clock south and one black east of Hotel Retlaw) to THEMLA Sadoff Center for the Performing Arts and 
listen to some live music. Entertainment on Thursday, August 3rd is Unity the Band, a great reggae band.   
Cash bar and food will be available. 

 

18 Hands Ale Haus (18 E. Division St) – located directly across the street from Hotel Retlaw, 18 Hands 
features a variety of craft beers, spirits and food. Enjoy a German style outdoor Biergarten.  They 
typically have live music outside on Thursday Nights. Entertainment scheduled for Thursday, August 
August 3rd is 80’s & 90’s Night with DJ Galaxy. 

 

Cellar District (40 E. Division Street) – located kitty corner behind Hotel Retlaw, Cellar District is a local 
bar/restaurant that call a historical former church home!  With a unique drink and food menu and one 
of the best patios in all of Fond du Lac, it is a great place to hang out with friends. 

 

Fat Joe’s Burger & Brew (15 W. Division Street) – located 1 block west of Hotel Retlaw, Fat Joe’s has a 
very popular roof top patio.  Their summer drink menu has a great variety to meet everyone’s tastes. 

 

Copper Cock Tavern – A new, cozy upscale cocktail bar and fine-dining restaurant that features a wide 
selection of whiskeys and other spirits.  They also recently opened a second floor roof top patio to enjoy 
the summer weather. 

 

Top Shelf Bar & Grille (90 S. Main Street) – located a couple blocks south of the hotel, Top Shelf is a 
hockey themed sports bar with an outdoor patio that hosts live music on certain nights and serve a 
variety of foods. 

 

Fondy Axe Throwing (25A N. Main Street) – located a half block north of the hotel, Fondy Axe Throwing 
provides a venue for team outings and entertainment.  Whether you've never thrown before or are a 
seasoned veteran, stop in and see what the fastest- growing sport in America is all about.
